The project is open
to all interested bidders.

Ernie Olds, AIA of Becker Morgan Group, and Doug Hopper, PE of Thomas & Hutton reviewed the
scope of work, schedule and bidding procedure.

a. Bidders are encouraged to visit the present site to become familiar with the conditions. All

b. The current site project will be underway during this project and coordination with the present
contractor will be necessary. Drawings for the current project are available if requested.

d. ALL bidder questions and requests for information, including those asked during the pre-bid
meeting, must be submitted by email to the Architect at dwenzel@beckermorgan.com.

Margaret Jordan, PE - Office of State Engineer reviewed the front-end documents SE-310 "Invitation
for Design-Bid-Build Construction Services"; "Instructions to Bidders" AIA A701 SCOSE version;
SE-330 "Lump Sum Bid Form"; AIA 101, Exhibit A; and "General Conditions of the Contract for
Construction" AIA A201 SCOSE version.

a. Bids are due by 2:00pm on 5/19/2021 at HGTC Grand Strand Campus, Building 200, Room
109. An incorrect bid-date appeared on the SE-310 form previously posted on the school website.
The correct SE-310 form is attached to this addendum. Caution was urged against relying upon
delivery services to be timely.

b. Bidders are encouraged to read all documents carefully and comply fully with their requirements.
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c. Attention was called to the following requirements:
i. Bid security (bid bond or certified check) of 5% of Base Bid amount is required to be
provided with the Bid.
ii. Successful bidder will be required to provide a Performance Bond and a Labor and
Material Payment Bond for the full amount of the Base Bid, due at contract signing.
iii. Base Bid shall be shown in readable numbers only.
iv. No subcontractor listing is required.
v. Time of performance is 180 calendar days. Liquidated damages are $250/day.
vi. Builder’s Risk insurance is NOT required for this project.
vii. Bidders are encouraged to submit substitution requests early. Proposed products must
meet the performance requirements to be considered equivalent.

3. PRE-BID MEETING QUESTIONS
Questions asked during the Pre-Bid Meeting were discussed informally and are summarized as
follows:

a. COVID-19 protocols are as dictated by the CDC. Masks must be worn at all times when inside
any of the buildings.

b. HGTC is aware of the current difficulties regarding delays in the supply chain. It is the intent to
award the contract to the lowest responsive bidder and to adjust the project schedule as needed to
accommodate material availability issues.

c. Contracts may be awarded as early as two-weeks post-bid. It is HGTC’s intent to begin the
project immediately, allowing for any adjustments in the starting date due to material availability.

§ 5.3 Acceptance of Bid (Award)

§ 5.3.11t is the intent of the Owner to award a Contract to the lowest responsive and responsible Bidder, provided the Bid
has been submitted in accordance with the requirements of the Bidding Documents and does not exceed available funds.
The Owner shall have the right to waive informalities and irregularities in a Bid received and to accept the Bid which, in
the Owner’s judgment, is in the Owner’s best interests.

§ 5.3.2 The Owner shall have the right to accept Alternates in any order or combination, unless otherwise specifically
provided in the Bidding Documents, and to determine the lowest responsive and responsibie Bidder on the basis of the
sum of the Base Bid and Alternates accepted.

ARTICLE 6 POST-BID INFORMATION

§ 6.1 Contractor’'s Responsibility

Owner will make a determination of Bidder’s responsibility before awarding a contract. Bidder shall provide all
information and documentation requested by the Owner to support the Owner’s evaluation of responsibility. Failure of
Bidder to provide requested information is cause for the Owner, at its option, to determine the Bidder to be
non-responsible.

§ 6.3.1 After notification of selection for the award of the Contract, the Bidder shall, as soon as practicable or as stipulated
in the Bidding Documents, submit in writing to the Owner through the Architect:

.2 names of the principal products and systems proposed for the Work and the manufacturers and suppliers of
each; and
.3 names of persons or entities (including those who are to furnish materials or equipment fabricated to a
special design) proposed for the principal portions of the Work.

§ 6.5 Protest of Solicitation or Award

§ 6.5.1 If you are aggrieved in connection with the solicitation or award of a contract, you may be entitled to protest, but
only as provided in S.C. Code Ann. § 11-35-4210. To protest a solicitation, you must submit a protest within fifteen (15)
days of the date the applicable solicitation document is issued. To protest an award, you must (i) submit notice if your
intent to protest within seven (7) business days of the date the award notice is posted, and (ii) submit your actual protest
within fifteen (15) days of the date the award notice is posted. Days are calculated as provided in Section 11-35-310(13).
Both protests and notices of intent to protest must be in writing and must be received by the State Engineer within the time
provided. The grounds of the protest and the relief requested must be set forth with enough particularity to give notice of
the issues to be decided.

Landscape planting and rrelated work shall be performed by a firm with a minimum of five years experience specializing in
this type of work. The successful bidder must provide documentation of satisfactorily completed work confirming this
experience within 48 hours of bid opening. This documentation shall include, but not be limited to, similar projects that have

been completed in the last five years, project location, completion date, contract value and references.
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
